SHORT RESEARCH REPORT 

1. The essay must be clearly organized in point-by-point format (see example format).

2. Include a minimum of three major findings. 

3. Focus on smooth transitional words and sentences that help illuminate and connect the relationships between the ideas in the paper.

4. Type your paper in Times New Roman 12-point font, double-spaced, with 1” margins.

	Title

	The paper clearly reports on research findings that are sophisticated, relevant, and interesting, offers specific examples to illustrate the findings, and includes only the information relevant to findings. 
	The paper reports on findings clearly, but the supporting information is general, and/or the points are basic. The paper includes only information relevant to findings. 
	The paper mostly reports finding clearly, but the supporting information is incomplete or missing, and/or may include information that is not relevant. 

	Organization & Structure (30%)
	The paper breaks the information into point-by-point structure. It follows a consistent order when discussing findings. 
	The paper breaks the information into point-by-point structure but may not follow a consistent order. 
	Organizational pattern not identifiable. Some details are not in a logical or expected order, and this distracts the reader.
